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Industrial action and strike impact on schools 

Dear Parents/Carers, 

The last proposed strike for Feb 14th was postponed as talks between Government and unions were underway however there is new proposed action.

I am writing to let you know that on Thursday 2nd March our school will likely be closed to pupils due to strike/industrial action by unions.

You will be aware that various unions are taking industrial action in the coming weeks. There are other proposed strike days on March 15th and 16th. If these are called off then I will inform you. Not 14th as previously believed.
This is not only about pay but also wider conditions and school funding. The school leaders’ union NAHT Cymru will now engage in industrial action short of strike and NEU is currently taking discontinuous strike action. Whilst the unions have collectively tried to minimise the direct impact on children and young people, the ability of Coed Y Brain Primary School to maintain all of our usual provisions has been affected. 

I have conducted a risk assessment over staffing availability including first aiders, fire-wardens and safeguarding levels.  I have followed the risk assessment and appropriate guidance to see what we can safely do and in consultation with the Chair of Governors, all classes will be closed on this day. There will be no remote learning on this day.

I will need to risk assess each proposed strike day and update you on those nearer the time. I will try to give as much notice as possible. I felt the need to alert you to this possible action as we head into half term. Should things change we will return to normal provision.
We understand the disruption this causes families. The teaching staff and I want to see an end to this period of dispute and a return to normal school life as soon as possible.
