New arrangements for September

The latest guidance from Welsh Government states that bubbles are no longer required however schools must make robust efforts to reduce contacts and be able to support contact tracing should positive Covid cases arise.  This poses challenges in schools as you can imagine. 
All classes will start at 08.45 and end at 3.00pm but we will maintain the use of different gates to help minimise crowding and contacts. Things are not back to normal but we are very serious about making the return as safe as possible for children, families and staff.  Classes will play in zoned areas making as much use of the outdoor space as we can. Please help us to reduce contacts and wear a mask at drop off and collection.  Enhanced cleaning and robust hand hygiene measures will continue.
Transport and traffic

If possible, please walk.  Traffic is busy and spaces are limited.  The enforcement teams are on School Street to support flow and safety.  Please do not park on the zigzag lines.  The school bus will continue but you must apply to CCBC Transport to gain access.  

Free School Meals and the Canteen 
The School canteen will be available on our return.  Please bring money in envelopes for the week. Some classes may still eat in classrooms not the hall to minimise contacts.

Breakfast Club

I had hoped to be in a position to reopen breakfast club at the start of term as bubbles are no longer a requirement. However, I have been in contact with CCBC Catering and they currently have vacancies for staffing for Breakfast clubs across the borough.  This means we cannot yet open breakfast club until safe staffing levels are reached.  The Governors and I are keen to review this again early in the new term and hope that all recruitment would be in place and safe arrangements for a possible end of September re-opening.  This will depend on staffing levels and we will need a daily seating plan for contact tracing purposes.  Sadly, we cannot operate breakfast club at this time. We will continue to offer fruit and/or cereal bars for children on arrival and during break.  As soon as the new risk assessment for catering is complete, I will write to you again so we can safely reopen.
