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Wider reopening of school from 15th March 2021

Dear Parent/Carer,

Children in Y3-6 will return from Monday 15th March if they are well.  The Welsh Government  has announced that we expect learners in years 3 to 6 to return to school from 15th March to join our Foundation Phase learners.  This has been much anticipated and longed for.  Thank you to all our families for your support with remote learning. The First Minister will update us on the statistics on Friday 12th March but we are planning in readiness of a full return next week given where we are now. We are delighted to welcome our older learners back.
The Latest Guidance states: ‘We are now in a position where we can continue to increase access to face to face learning. Outside of school it will be important that all staff, children and their families continue to stay at home as much as possible and limit their contact with others. We recognise the vital role education plays and that is why education is being prioritised in any headroom that is available.’
This means that although the children will be together in class bubbles there must not be sleepovers or playdates at this time.  We have all worked tirelessly to get to this point and we want to reduce any risk of transmission of the virus as much as possible. This is essential as a whole community. If prevalence of the virus increases then the headroom for school reopening will be lost and we will be back to remote learning for longer which is not what any of us want.  We have strict ‘bubbles’ and areas for learning, playing, eating etc.  Cleaning is enhanced throughout the day.  Things are not back to normal but we are very serious about making the return as safe as possible for children, families and staff.  Please help us to reduce contacts.  
Transport and traffic

If possible please walk.  Traffic is busy and spaces are limited.  The enforcement teams are on School Street to support flow and safety.  Please do not park on the zigzag lines.  The school bus will resume but if you do not wish to use this as it will involve another contact group then please allow time to find a parking space when you bring your child.  

Free School Meals and the Canteen open to all
Deliveries will stop at home and the school canteen will be available.  March 15th starts on week 1 of the catering menu.  Please bring money in envelopes for the week. We cannot operate breakfast club at this time.
Uniform

Children may have outgrown clothes over the lockdown.  If it fits then please wear uniform. If not please wear comfy clothing that is easily washable until you are able to shop again safely.

Online learning at the end of this week

Staff are working with keyworker children and vulnerable pupils in school and preparing for next week.  This means we may need to reduce live lessons and online content in order to get everything ready.  Any issues please contact us via Seesaw.

Start times and Gates We must maintain staggered start and end times to reduce contacts at gates.  Please do not arrive early or gather with friends. Continue to please keep 2m apart wearing masks. Thank you.
